2. REMOVE TWO (2) INBOARD E.A BOLTS, ONE (1) PER SIDE FROM E.A. UNIT (SEE FIGURE 2), DISCARD BOLTS.
NOTE: 88—-94 CONTINENTALS AND TAURUS SHO WITH DUAL EXHAUST NEED TO HAVE INBOARD & OUTBOARD BOLTS
REMOVED AND DISCARDED.

3. POSITION HITCH ON VEHICLE AND ATTACH WITH TWO (2) M10 BOLTS, ON THE INBOARD SIDE OF THE E.A., ONE PER SIDE,
AS SHOWN IN FIGURES 2 AND 4.

NOTE: IN ADDITION, ON 88—94 CONTINENTALS AND TAURUS SHO WITH DUAL EXHAUST, REINSTALL EXHAUST HANGER
BRACKETS WITH FOUR (4) 1/2” WASHERS PLACED ON EACH OUTBOARD SIDE AS SPACERS AND M10 BOLTS,

ONE (1) PER SIDE, SEE FIG. 3.

FORWARD ATTACHMENT—NO DRILLING REQUIRED; USE EXISTING HOLES IN VEHICLE FRAME.

4. INSERT BLOCK AND HANDLE NUT THROUGH ACCESS SLOT. INSTALL HEX BOLT AND CONICAL
TOOTHED WASHER THROUGH FRAME AND BLOCK INTO HANDLE NUT AS SHOWN IN FIGURE 2.
ENSURE THAT HANDLE NUT CAN BE EASILY THREADED ONTO BOLT BEFORE INSTALLATION.
