DOWN THROUGH EXISTING REARWARD SLOT AS SHOWN ABOVE, EACH SIDE. BLOCK MUST LAY FLAT INSIDE FRAME.

2. RAISE HITCH INTO POSITION AND FASTEN WITH LOCK WASHER AND NUT AS SHOWN ABOVE.
3. USING THE HITCH AS A TEMPLATE, DRILL FOUR (4) 1/2" HOLES FOR FORWARD ATTACHMENTS AS SHOWN ABOVE.

4. FISHWIRE 1/4 X 1 X 2 BLOCK (5121) AND 1/2" CARRIAGE BOLT THROUGH ACCESS SLOT IN FRAME AND
DOWN THROUGH CENTER ATTACHMENT HOLE AND HITCH AS SHOWN ABOVE, EACH SIDE. BLOCK MUST LAY
FLAT INSIDE FRAME.

5. FISHWIRE 1/4 X 1 X 3 BLOCK (3022) AND 1/2” CARRIAGE BOLT THROUGH ACCESS SLOT IN FRAME AND
DOWN THROUGH FORWARD ATTACHMENT HOLE AND HITCH AS SHOWN ABOVE, EACH SIDE. BLOCK MUST LAY
FLAT INSIDE FRAME.

6. INSTALL REMAINING LOCK WASHERS AND NUTS AS SHOWN ABOVE.
